How to Obtain a Vote by Mail Ballot

The voter shall obtain an application for a vote by mail ballot, either by mail, in person or online from the DeKalb County Clerk’s Elections website:

	 The application must include the voter’s name; home address; address where they want the ballot to be mailed; party affiliation (Primary Election only); and the voter’s signature.  The completed application must then be returned to the Elections Office by at least 5 days before the election.

A packet which includes the ballot, voting by mail instructions, certification envelope, and a return mailing envelope will be mailed to the voter. Ballots can not be mailed more than 40 days before or less than five days prior to the election.
